A person can becomeamember of the party either at
his/her place of permanent residence or wherehe/she
carrieson hig’her business. He/she cannot be member
at two placesat atime.

If any member changes his/her place of residence, he/
sheshall intimateto the concerned executive.

Theprocessof formation of new committeesand selection
of new office bearersshall be started at |east 3 months
beforetheterm of thecurrent committees, or immediately
on temporary dissolution/ discontinuation of any
committee. Inany case, theformation of new committee
shall be completed within amaximum of 3 months.

For the process of formation of new committees, the
executive committee of all unitsshall appoint election
officersto conduct el ection processes.

The state executive committee shdl notify starting of the
processfor formation of new executive committeefor a
new term, and shall appoint the state el ection officers.
State el ection officers shall notify the schedule of the
election and complete the process within stipulated
process.

9.7 Term of theofficebearers

Term of the office bearers shall coincidewith theterm of the
executive committee. All the office bearersof the party will be el ected
intherespectivegenera body meetingsfollowing thedemocraticnorms
of secret ballot if necessary, asper term of the executive committee.

Atal levelsof the party organization structure, theunit executive
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committeewill formYouth Committee and Women Committeefor that

unit.

The state executive shall form SC/ST/OBC Committees, Tea
Community Committee, Trade and Worker Committee, Minority
Committeeand Farmers Committee.

Detailed Rulesand Regulationsfor Disciplineand

toframethedetailed rulesand regulationsfor
disciplineand code of conduct for office bearers
and membersof the party. Such detailed rules
and regulations for discipline and code of
conduct will be adopted in the executive
committee meeting, and henceforth shall be
applicablefor the office bearersand members.

Specia general body meeting may be
convened on a proposal supported by 2/3rd of the
respective executive committee.

11.3 Quorumfor al committee meetings shall be onethird of
thetota strength.

11.4 If quorumisnot achieved in subsequent three meetings,
then the fourth meeting does not require the specified
quorum, and the proceedingsshal | be considered valid.

11.5 Noticefor al executivecommittee meetingsshal haveto
be served at least 7 days ahead, and for general body
meetings, at least 30 daysahead.

11.6 Decisgonsindl meetingsshd| betakenthrough consensus,
otherwise by mgority voting.

11.7 All thedecisonsand proceedingsof themeetingsshall be
recorded as minutes of meetings, and shall be the
respongbility of general secretary/secretary. Minutesneed
to beplaced in next meeting for confirmation.

CLAUSE12 ACCOUNTSAND FUNDS

12.1 Party shall maintain bank accountsin nationalised or
reputed private/cooperative banksin the headquarter of
theparty officeaddress. Such accountsshall bemaintained
separately by state, district and congtituency unitsintheir
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respectivelocations.

12.2 Signatory of the accountsshall bejointly by president,
genera secretary/secretary and the finance secretary of
the concerned unit.

12.3 Every fund collected shall bereceived with duly signed
receipt.

12.4 Therewill be annual audit of the accounts. The audit
respons bility shall bewith thefinance secretary, and he/
sheshall arrangefor internal aswell asexternal audits.
Annual external audit shall bedonewith auditorsonthe
panel of CAG Audit reportsshall havetobeplacedinthe
executive committee meeting. Audited annual accounts
shall be submitted to the ECI within two monthsof the
end of financid year. Cumulativeaudit reportsof thewhole
term shall be placed inthegeneral body meeting.

CLAUSE13 AMENDMENT OF CONSTITUTION

Thiscondtitution, barring theobjectivesand thebas ¢ philosophy,
can beamended by the state genera body provided that theamendment
hastheapprova of 2/3rd of itsmembers present and voting after due
noticeto al themembers.

For this purpose ameeting of the state general body shall be
convened within 30 days of aresolution for amendment bearing the
signaturesof at least 10% membersof the state body being received.

However, the power of amendment cannot beexercisedina
manner so asto bring the amended constitution in conflict with the
satutory provisionsor guidelinesissued by the Election Commission
of India

CLAUSE14 MERGER, SPLITANDDISSOLUTION

14.1 Decisonsregarding merger, split and dissolution shall be
taken at aplenary session comprising of al theexecutive
committee members of state, district, constituency and
regiona units.

14.2 Thequorum for the meeting of the plenary sessionfor
such decisions, shall be 75% of the entitled participants.

14.3 A resolutioninrespect of merger or split or dissolutionto
be effective shall requirethe approval of at least 2/3 of
the persons present and voting.

CLAUSE1S5 [INTERPRETATIONOFTHECONSTITUTION

The state executive a one shall have the power and authority to
interpret this constitution and theregul ationsframed thereunder. The
decision of the state executivein respect of above shall befinal and
binding unlessit isoverturned by the state general body initsnext
mesting.

CLAUSE16 PARTY STEERINGCOMMITTEE

16.1 StateExecutive, initsfirst meeting shal condtituteaParty
Steering Committee, withaChairperson, congsting of nine
memberswith expertisein different fields. Themembers
must not bel ong to any executive committee of the party,
and should be persons of eminencein their respective
domain.

16.2 The committee shall be a part of the constitutional
organizationa framework of theparty. Thecommitteeshdl
act asapolicy making and monitoring body of the party,
andthegovernment wheretheparty legidaturesparticipate.

Thegteering committeeshd| havetheauthority to consder
and approve/reject any proposed political alliancewith
any other politica party/group.

The concept of thiscommittee hasbeenincluded as part
of the constitution in continuation of the concept and
working of theAssam Advisory Committee formed by
All Assam students’ Union and Assam Jatiyatabadi Yuva
ChatraParishad, whosepolitical recommendation hasled
to theformation of the A ssam JatiyaParishad.

Thesteering committeeshdl be co-terminuswiththe state
executivecommittee. Any temporary vacancy shal befilled
up by the immediate next state executive committee
meeting, adhering the Clause 16.1.
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
